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Background

professorial dissertation in the subjects of criminal law and criminal law proceedings (title: “Raubkopie und Kunstfdlschung”
(“Pirate copy and the forging of art”).

During his work at Johannes Kepler University in Linz, Oliver Pl6ckinger had two scholarship stays, each lasting several months,
at the Max Planck Institute for Intellectual Property, Competition Law and Fiscal Law in Munich.

Oliver Pldckinger has succeeded in securing a place on the shortlist following his recent application for the professorship of white
collar criminal law and compliance at the Johannes Kepler University of Linz.
